Having no dry condition data, we had to start to find basic balance of the bike yesterday. We were just able to
start finding direction of the setting today so the lap time wasn’t really our discussion. I understand that the
best part of this machine is when I start opening the throttle doing pass corners. Traction, feeling that you get
from tire grip and how the machine changes its direction, all these are nothing like other motorcycles I have rid—
den. We like to improve there and make the machine stronger but we are not quite there yet. I myself can not
tell how fast the machine can really go. I couldn’t really get to the limit where machine may fall at Okayama race
so [ believe the real potential is a lot higher than what [ am showing now. I am like talking to the machine and try—
ing to bring out its real potential. I will continue this tomorrow and further improve the set up.
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
