Concerning the Moto2 class wildcard entry at 2010 Japan Grand Prix

Firstly we would like to thank you for your contributions to support and prosper motorcycle sports. |

would like to answer to your letter dated March 10 regarding the wildcard entry selection.

As you are informed that this is inaugural season of Moto2 and the criterion of Wildcard seat only
became available February this year. MFJ had announced that wildcard seats will be given to All
Japan Championship ST600 class top ranking riders. In the criterion which was released in
February indicates that there are 2 seats for Japan Grand Prix, 1 seat from MFJ and another seat
from FIM, and chosen teams have to be able to prepare a race bike on the Thursday of the week
when the engine is provided. Because of those reasons, we asked teams outside of All Japan
Championship ST600 class 2009 ranking to allocate the FIM seat. We have received applications
from 2 teams for the seat. As much of MFJ wish to promote our new class, “J-GP2” which
corresponded to Moto2 regulation, we asked FIM and DORNA to have as many wildcard seats to
Japanese riders as possible, however, due to engine supply limitation, they could not provide
additional wildcard seats at Japan Grand Prix.

For those said reasons, we decided to give MFJ seat to Mr. Tejima, and FIM seat was discussed
between me, Chairman and Vice-Chairman of Road Race Committee.

From our discussion, considering the meaning of having the wildcard entry (Giving a chance to
experience world grand prix races to riders who are not or not able to enter such races. Giving
riders from grand prix holding country to stimulate their domestic races.), we put our priority on
prosper of J-GP2 class, so we decided to promote one of the teams who has already entering the
J-GP2 class this season to have FIM seat.

I am fully aware of MORIWAKI ENGINEERING'’s contributions to motorcycle races in Japan in the
last 40 some years, however, we made a decision to use that wildcard opportunity to stimulate

motorcycle races in Japan in this transition period. | am hoping your understanding for our decision.
