Moriwaki Engineering would hereby like to introduce reasons for our presence planned in 

the FIM World Road Race Chamiponship Round 2 Japan, Motegi Grand-Prix. 

 July 2007, at a stage where regulations were not veiled and confirmed for World 

Road Race Championship Moto 2, we Moriwaki Engineering took the lead and launched a 

prototype Moto2 machine out to the world, which I believe we share the same understanding 

that the launch certainly was a strong push which brought a blue print into reality. 

 

In 2008, Moriwaki Engineering kept on developing the bike, with which we managed to race 

in two races in MFJ All Japan Championship, GP250 2009, in which we won in both of them 

though our presence was classified as an exhibition. A crowd of spectators and media 

gathered around at Moriwaki Engineering’s team tent in All Japan Championship last year to 

see the Prototype Moto2 bike certainly was, objectively speaking, a proof of their strong 

interest toward the starting category.  This was a cheerful topic we were able to present 

toward the motorsport scene where hardly any good news were heard due to the economic 

crisis the world was facing.  Moriwaki Engineering is proud to be admitted that the new and 

exciting topic was a large contribution toward not only in the Japanese motorsports scenes, 

but also in the world’s. 

 

Moriwaki Engineering decided for ourselves to invest in Moto 2, and followed our own 

policies for the past two and a half years.  Capital, time and Japan Spirit was what was 

“invested”. 

  It is true that Motorsports originates in Europe, yet it is also true that, today, 

Japanese car-manufacturers and private companies are taking an active part in your 

championship and we believe such active presence is a milestone and a hope of not only 

the Japanese motorsport fans but also for those who are willing to enter into the career as a 

team staff or a rider him/herself.  Motegi Grand-Prix Japan, therefore, is “the event” where 

we can prove to such that it is not only big car-manufacturers but also privateers like us who 

are supporting the big flow of the raising opportunity open for anybody who are committed 

by showing our achievement based on our two and a half years’ of investment. 

 



Since back in July 2007, we have developed eleven different versions of Moto 2 proto-types, 

and in the world championship this year, six riders from four teams have chosen us, and in 

the Spanish Championship (CEV) we have confirmed our chassis supply toward one rider 

from one team.  Additionally, Moriwaki Engineering’s Moto 2 bikes tested in Catalunya, 

Spain at IRTA test, four of our bikes were listed in top ten despite the fact that it was an 

official shake down test of the chassis we had built. 

 Where 37 teams from 23 teams mostly choosing European makes, the trust toward 

our engineering and brand as well as the fact that we lead the news and development of 

Moto 2, six riders are ready to fight for the championship on a Japanese make. 

 

We are aware that three teams had raised their hands for the limited two wildcard availability, 

including us of course, and we are not in the current All Japan JGP2 Championship, yet, 

considering all of above, I am confident that our contribution is worth declaring primarily for 

the wildcard presence in the Motegi Grand-Prix Japan. 

 

Your kindly considering, again, the contribution and passion we claim as insisted above is 

greatly appreciated.
